• NOK 350 mill. project in 
cooperation with the City of
Oslo that owns the land

• 25,5 hector (64 acres) of
beautiful nature and cultural
heritage

• Originally purchased by the City 
of Oslo and made into a folk 
park early 1900’s. «Forgotten» 
from 1963

• Rehabilitation includes cultural
heritage, a new lake and up to 
80 works of art (31 at opening
September 26, 2013)
